All students are expected to wear their school uniform correctly at all times.  All 
students have to wear school uniform in order to maintain equal opportunities for all to 
respect their religions and customs.

Free School Meals 
You are also reminded to make sure all your paperwork is completed to ensure you 
qualify for Free School Meals at the start of the new term.  Your child is eligible for Free 
School Meals if you receive: 

• Income Support; 
• Income related employment and support allowance; 
• Job Seekers Allowance (income based); 
• Assistance from the UK Border Agency; 
• Guarantee element of state pension credit; 
• Child Tax Credit and have an annual household income of less than £16,190 (and 

not in receipt of Working Tax Credit); or 
• Universal Credit

Students can collect their examination results at the following times: 
 
A Levels from 8.30am– 11.00am on Thursday 14th August 2025. 
 
GCSE results can be collected on Thursday 21st August 2025 – 8.30am – 1.30pm 
Sixth Form enrolment for Year 11 students into Year 12 will take place on the same day 
from 8.30am – 1pm and students who have applied for a place in our Sixth Form must 
enrol that day.
